The Class reunion for Dodge City High School and Saint Mary’s of the Plains class 
of ’69 are reuniting this weekend. The Boot Hill Museum is also expecting two groups of busses 
this weekend, along with the other three groups that have already visited this week.  

6.	 It's that time of year again, Fire Prevention Week, and 
in the case of the Dodge City Fire Department and 
departments across the country “Fire Prevention Month”.  
Departments around the country are reaching out to their 
communities in an effort to educate citizens about the 
importance of fire safety. The annual October observance 
– chosen to honor the lives lost in the Great Chicago 
Fire on Oct. 8, 1871 – gives firefighters an opportunity 
to engage with community residents on a more personal 
level, and provide them with life-saving information. This 
past week, the DCFD has reached more than 1000 students from around the area with fire safety 
messages and will continuing into November.  This year they are trying to really push the message 
to have an escape plan at home.  Know at least two ways out of each room and make sure you 
practice this plan with everyone; preparing before a fire is key.
