. February 13th is quickly approaching, and that means United Express, operated by SkyWest

Airlines, will soon take off from Dodge City Regional Airport (DDC) with daily flights to Denver
International Airport (DEN). City Staff met with the marketing team from the airline to discuss
collaboration efforts and strategies to spread the word of the exciting new jet service to our
community and region. You can start booking your travel out of DDC to your final destination
through United Airlines at united.com.

. The Convention and Visitors Bureau has chosen three candidates to interview for the Dodge
City rebranding project. The purpose of this project is to develop new strategies and creatives
for Dodge City’s visual and verbal brand elements. Interviews will take place next week, and
in addition to CVB and City staff, representatives from different community entities, the
Development Corporation, and the Dodge City Area Chamber of Commerce will serve on the
review committee.

. City staff from various departments assisted the United Way of Dodge City with its annual book
distribution to all the different kindergarten classes from the elementary schools in Dodge City.
This year the United Way partnered with the Kansas Health Foundation to provide the children
with a fantastic hardcover book written in English and Spanish to take home and share with
their families. Staff had fun reading the book to the kiddos as well. For more information on this
project, contact the United Way of Dodge City at (620) 227-8793.

. The placement of concrete on Central Ave. is complete.
Once the base concrete for the brick pavers has cured, the
installation of the brick pavers will begin. Work is also
being done to the traffic signal at Comanche St. & Central
Ave. Permanent street signage and pavement markings
will be installed after all the pavement has been placed; this
includes the brick pavers. As it looks now, Central Ave. is
approximately a month away from being fully open to traffic,
depending upon the weather. Please obey all traffic control
signs, be mindful of the construction activities still taking
place.

. The replacement of the bridge/RCB (Reinforced Concrete
Box) at the Ave. K and Military RCB intersection is scheduled
to start on Monday, January 13th. Building Solutions was awarded the replacement of the RCB
last year. Beginning on January 13th, Military Ave. from Ave. J to Ave. L, and Ave. K from Wyatt
Earp Blvd. to Spruce St. will be closed to through traffic. Residents and businesses in this area
will still have access to their driveways. The streets will be totally closed to traffic near the actual
intersection. Construction is scheduled to take 120 days. Please obey all traffic control signs,

be mindful of the construction activities and, if at all possible, use alternate routes around the
construction area.

6. The repair of a storm pipe located from the Circle Lake Pond to Cactus Rd. is scheduled to start
on Monday, January 13th. Huber Land and Water was awarded the project last year. Work is to
begin in the green area south of the Circle Lake Pond and then proceed up to Cactus Rd. It will
be necessary to close Windsong Way and Cactus Rd. to traffic when the new storm pipe is being
installed. Residents will still have access to their driveways. Construction is to be completed by
March 20, 2020. Please obey all traffic control signs, be mindful of the construction activities and,
if at all possible, use alternate routes around the construction area.

7. The Legislative Community Coffee scheduled for Saturday, January 11, 2020, hosted by the Dodge
City Area Chamber of Commerce, has been postponed due to winter weather currently affecting
roads in and around Topeka.
